All of the styles that begin with lower case "a" are for characters/words/phrases, not paragraphs. 

All paragraphs should be "A Para i0 sa" unless they need to be something else. The number after "i"—0, 1, 2—tells you the indent level. "sa" means "space after" the paragraph, "zsf" means "zero space following" (i.e., no space after the paragraph.)
The "sample" styles use the same identifying scheme.

DO NOT USE numbered paragraphs. They do not work reliably/consistently in Word, so I've just avoided them.

Bullet paragraphs have the style "List i#" where # is the indent level. Make your own bullets with ALT+0149, then follow with a TAB. See the beginning of this para for example.

There should be no instances of "normal" styles in the doc.
There should be no styling anywhere in the doc that is not a result of applying a style—i.e., don't use bold or italic or underline but instead use the style for that category of thing.
